As 




 reading teacher, I want to let you know about one of the many things we will do to help your child become a better reader this year.  Reading is a skill that develops rapidly, and the foundation for reading begins early.  Our school uses an assessment program called the Florida Assessments for Instruction in Reading to measure the progress of our students as they build their critical reading skills.  This assessment is administered at the beginning, middle, and end of the school year.

It is very important to keep track of your child’s progress in reading in order to determine if their reading skills are developing at an appropriate rate.  We also want to know if students need additional help in the classroom and at home to become a successful reader.

We recently assessed 




 on foundational reading skills that can help predict later reading success. Based on your child’s performance, it is predicted that your child has a high/moderate/low probability of scoring at or above grade level by the end of the year.  




 was also assessed on listening comprehension/reading comprehension.  Your child listened to/read a story and was then asked five questions about the story. Your child was able to correctly answer 
 of the five questions.

(1. Directions for teacher: K-1 teachers should delete the next paragraph, as spelling is only administered in grade 2.)
Additionally, 



 was assessed on his/her spelling skills. Your child was directed to spell a list of words. Your child scored at the 
 percentile on this task, which means that their spelling skills are at or above average/slightly below average/below average for their grade level. 

(2. Directions for teacher: Teachers should delete the next paragraph if vocabulary was not administered this assessment period.)
Your child was also assessed on vocabulary knowledge.  Your child was shown a set of pictures and asked to identify each picture.  Your child scored at the 
 percentile on this task, which means that knowledge of the meanings of words is at or above average/slightly below average/below average for their grade level. 
(3. Directions for teacher:  Teachers should delete the next three paragraphs, including number 4 directions, if the student has a PRS of 85% or higher, as the Targeted Diagnostic Inventory would not have been administered)
We administered further phonemic awareness and phonics tasks to provide more targeted instruction to meet your child’s needs. Phonemic awareness is the ability to notice, think about and work with the individual sounds in spoken words.  Phonics involves connecting the sounds of spoken English with letters and blending the sounds of letters together to produce pronunciations of unknown words.

It is important that we work together to strengthen your child’s reading skills. The following are skills that we will focus on at school. 
· Letter Names and Sounds 

· Phonemic Awareness
