























Ongoing Progress Monitoring Report

OPM scores are also shown on the Ongoing Progress Monitoring
Report. If a 3+ student is given off-grade OPM, this is the only
report on which those scores will appear.

A horizontal green line will be present for each measure in which
OPM scores are available. This line represents the year-end
Target for the measure in that grade only. A colored dot will also
be present for each score entered on the OPM Data Entry page,
and each dot will be connected by a line. Each grade for which
OPM is administered will have a uniquely colored dot and line,
indicated in the bottom right of the report.

Note: If the student has scores Submitted for any assessment period,
the scores will appear as Risk Level flags on the report.

In the example to the right, the student has three (3) 3rd grade
OREF scores entered. The student also has scores Submitted for the
first three (3) assessment periods of the school year.

The report shows that OPM was initiated after the student was
identified at High Risk during the first assessment. The student
was then administered OPM another time before the second
assessment, where she was identified at Moderate Risk.
Following the second assessment, the student was administered
Ongoing Progress Monitoring, and when it was seen that she
had made adequete progression towards the Target (exceeding
it), OPM was stopped. The student was then identified at Low
Risk for the third assessment period, showing that interventions
throughout the year were a success.
